ARCHIVES:  Note that all archive collections are subject to a 30 year rule;  discuss with the staff what papers are open to you.

National Society Archives.

The archives hold a file for almost every Anglican school.  They are very varied in what they contain.  Some have a great many papers from clergy begging for grants to help them to build a school for the poor people of their parish, or, later, for a new building project.  Occasionally there is a trust deed;  other times a summary of it.  If a school has been involved in a court case, then the papers will be in the file.

In “Any text” put the place name of your school

In “Order Number” put NS/7/1/

Click Search

If your school file is in the collection, you will see the dates between which there are papers.

Files can only be read in the Reading Room at Lambeth Palace and you must order the files you want at least 3 days before your visit.  Read the instructions on the main website about getting a reader’s ticket, and opening hours.  The material in the files is really only suitable for adults.

Joint schools may find their Anglican predecessor has a file here.  
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
