TEN IDEAS FOR CELEBRATING RE IN 2011 
The Archbishop of Canterbury, Dr Rowan Williams, is encouraging parish churches and church schools to start thinking about how to mark the bi centenary of the founding of the National Society for church schools.

2011 is also the 400th anniversary of the authorised version of the bible.

March 2011 has also been designated national RE month nationally.

1. School entrance display: ‘About us as a church school’.
2. Article on parish website/ parish magazine /display in church about the quality and range of RE going on in the school.

3. Prominent RE displays showing a range of RE learning experiences/outcomes in each classroom.
4. Primary subject leader contacts RE subject leaders in other community local primary schools for support, encouragement, joint projects or staff INSET. Work on an RE project across 2 local schools using your local church.

5. Plan a RE trail for your pupils in your area: see http://www.retrails.org.uk/ for examples.

6. Y6 teacher link with RE department of feeder secondary schools. Arrange for Y6 to visit secondary RE department.

7. Ensure school website shows pupils’ work and voice about RE.

8. Ensure parents know statutory position of RE, its importance in a church school and how it is taught. E.g. Parents’ workshop/information evening.

9. Invite members or offer to host a meeting of the local Standing Advisory Committee for Religious Education (SACRE). For contact details e mail cathy.davie@southwark.anglican.org.
10. Plan an RE focus week in school, possible themes: worship, environment, creativity, heroes.
