Derby Diocese – Sing 200 Bring 200
Sing 200 the chance for church schools in this diocese  to celebrate what they are and have in services we are holding on 30th June, 1st July, 4th July, 5th July in 3 different venues (Derby Cathedral for 2 days and then two other large churches within the diocese). At each venue the service will be held twice so 8 services in total. We hope there will be about 600 pupils and staff at each service. The service itself will be a culmination of the work schools will have done to learn the songs which will reflect church schools in time and space - including a Victorian hymn, a hymn from the West Indies, the Lord's Prayer, modern songs of praise and a song written by pupils from our schools in conjunction with a musician especially for the occasion. To link this altogether we have commissioned Footprints Theatre Company to write a 4 piece drama to show the reasons for church schools existence. We will finish the service with a large birthday cake or many fairy cakes - the logistics have not been worked out yet!

Bring 200 is a chance for church schools in this diocese to share what they have. We are challenging each school to raise £200 which we then pool and share between the two Indian dioceses we have school links with for the building of new school buildings. We are aware that some schools will raise considerably more than £200 and others less but it is a team effort.
One school will raise their £200 by splitting the children into 4 mixed-age groups; each group will decide how to raise the money and create a plan. They will then market the idea and sell their product – a kind of mini-Apprentice. The headteacher is thinking about inviting them to wheel in their suitcases each day – but promises no one will be fired!
Diocesan events

We are holding 7 services shared between 3 venues across the diocese. 

· 30th June: a morning and afternoon service at Derby Cathedral with Bishop Alastair attending. The morning will have about 400 children, the afternoon 200. 

· 1st July again at the cathedral-  morning service with 320, afternoon with 227

· 4th July - St John's Church, Tideswell. Morning with 400, afternoon with 300

· 5th July - St Mary's Chesterfield with nearly 500
