The school is making invitations and posters in preparation for the school’s reception of the Light of Christ in Schools Candle which started its pilgrimage round the Diocese’s schools on 11 January. It will reach St Barnabas & St Philip’s on 19 May.

More recently, the school held an invitation competition and have invited among many others, a former pupil who had attended the school in 1947 to a celebration day.

Year 6 pupils will be presenting a short play about Joshua Watson’s meeting and how St Barnabas and St Philip’s school was founded in 1845 by the vicar.

He was horrified by the arrest of a girl in Earl’s Court Road and her sentence of a month’s imprisonment for theft. This led him, inspired by Joshua Watson, to lease the building for a school where the school still stands today.

The school wants more ideas for marking the 200th anniversary of the National Society. 

One idea they have is to make postcards form some Victorian photos of the school that they discovered.
